Minute 234 Downham Road Action Group
RR spoke through the Chair and reported on the progress of the Downham Road Action Group (DRAG). CBC had responded to the initial letter which sought support and advice stating that in their (CBC’s) opinion the decision made by Basildon Borough Council (BBC) on 21st February was lawful. CBC could find nothing within the process followed by BBC that would lead to successful legal challenge should the matter be taken to judicial review. (A judicial review can only look at the lawfulness of a decision) CBC are unable to take this challenge any further and if the Runwell community wish to take this approach then it would have to be funded by private and individual subscriptions – no funding would be forthcoming from CBC. CBC also stated that it is unlikely to be able to recall the application. RR expressed his disappointment in the response from CBC. Other channels to be followed; challenge via local MP’s and local press. Further meeting of DRAG to be arranged.
RPC to send letter to CBC Leader  and Chief Executive expressing support for the aims of DRAG and to express disappointment in the response to date and to ask for more support for Runwell residents.
