MINUTES OF COUNCIL MEETING 3rd DECEMBER 2012

IN RUNWELL VILLAGE HALL AT 8.00PM

IN ATTENDANCE: - Chairman Mr Bill Lansdale; Messrs: Croot, Dockerill and Sloane. Mesdames: Doswell, Martin, Payne, Racher, Stringer and Varney. 
The Chairman welcomed everyone to the last meeting of 2012 and wished everyone a Merry Christmas and Happy New Year. Refreshments were passed around and enjoyed by the councillors and public.

Prior to the meeting the Chairman read out a report form WPCSO Hilary Wilmott. The report covered a worrying rise of burglaries in the Brock Hill area.

Minute 150 Public Participation
1. LP thanked the work party for putting up the Christmas decorations in time for St. Mary’s bazaar.

2. LP reported she had been in touch with Strutt and Parker about the boundary hedge of the field owned by Chelmsford Diocese (adjacent to the Quart Pot), the field now has a new tenant who will be approached to do the necessary work.
3. JS & BC reported on the meeting they attended in Chelmsford covering parking and highways issues. Very useful meeting with lots of good contacts made – details to be passed to the clerk. One interesting point is that the minimum recommended width of a footpath is 1.2m, Runwell Road footpath to be checked; very little that can be done about parking on footpaths.

4. BC & JS attended Runwell Primary school and took part in a project concerning Runwell Park, several ideas for changes were discussed but the main problem was the issue of dog mess.

5. KR & SV reported on the Public Transport meeting they attended together with CB.

6. BS (Waverley Crescent) reported that the council’s website was in need of updating.

7. AD (Church End Lane) reported that properties in Church End Lane had been flooded again and expressed concern that the Environment Agency had recommended that a 900mm pipe was sufficient to cope with the water from the ditch/culvert that previously ran through the site. This is the fourth flood that has happened since the properties on the corner of Church End Lane, adjacent to Meadow Lane have been built. When the pipe is at capacity the water overflows and finds an alternative route through the back gardens of the properties that back onto Runwell Park, the main culvert alongside Church End Lane was running with no problem. It was agreed to write to the Environment Agency to arrange a site meeting and establish what can be done to resolve the problem.
8. DD thanked the editor for putting his article about the Boxing Day Walk in the Runwell Roundabout.

JD reported on the outcome of the ombudsman review which had not entirely gone in their favour, he had not found fault with the method of the calling/postponement(or lack of) of the relevant Basildon Borough Council planning meeting which the action group had questioned. The group is going to send a further letter challenging the ombudsman’s decision and ask for further consideration. JD was pleased to advise that the group had now raised over £1,000 towards the barristers costs and would be seeking the council’s contribution in order that the barristers fee could be paid. On a further point some members of the group were going to apply for Village Green Status for the field, (after watching “Countryfile” on BBC TV) and had joined the Open Spaces Society to help with the application.
The Chairman thanked JD for her report and re-opened the meeting for business.
