1. There have been discussions with Andrew Vale at ECC who has advised that the Environment Agency would be looking into the problem.

(ii) Runwell Hospital Development

The Chairman reported on the meeting held earlier in the day with Neil Jordan (Senior Planning Officer at Chelmsford City Council). The purpose of the meeting had been to establish the likely content of the S106 agreement to be set out as part of the formal outline permission (if granted), areas covered were Health provision; Education; Highways/Transport and Open Space. NJ also answered the questions put forward. The meeting was extremely helpful and concluded with SF, BL and NJ walking an area along the Runwell Road. (This was not a public meeting, report to RPC members only.) The application will go before Chelmsford City Council Planning committee in March 2013.

There was no one present from the group to report. JS commented on his disappointment about the amount of hedgerow that had been taken out exposing the development to the byway.
Minute 184 Runwell Village Hall
(i) Accident report Saturday 5th January 2013 – please see Clerks report (Hall (2)) A gentleman attending the party on the night in question tripped over a hazard near the side entrance door. It is believed the rubbish bins which are normal located in this area and attached to an anchor point had been moved and thus exposed the hazard. The matter has been reported to our insurers and we have subsequently been advised to do the following:
(a) Padlock the bins to the anchor point so they cannot be moved.

(b) Put up a warning sign not to move the bins.

(c) Paint the hazard white. 

Minute 185 Runwell Park
(i) Grass Cutting Contract – Letter received from B.F. Ground Maintenance Ltd applying to renew their annual grass cutting contract for a further year.

Terms: To Gang Mow open areas to entire park at Church End Lane, Runwell, fortnightly from April to October inclusive
£95.00 plus VAT per cut. (No increase from 2012)

The council were satisfied with the service given during 2012 and agreed to offer a further years contract as set out above.

(ii) Crime Report – A section of the security fence along the boundary with Meadow Lane  has been removed and local residents of the lane have been exercising their horse and buggy in the park, causing damage to the surface  and one of the football pitches. BC reported the matter to the police who have subsequently spoken with LH(a local traveller) regarding the matter. CCTV images to be viewed. Agenda item for  park meeting re repairs to the fence.

(i) Rubbish removal – LP requested permission for a small skip at the allotments to remove accumulated rubbish on plots that had been vacated (Price between £100 - £150 max). The council agreed by majority that a skip could be ordered.
(ii) Gate Keys- LP reported that despite the deposit for gate keys being £12.50 she had experienced difficulty in getting keys returned following plotholders vacating and there was now insufficient keys available to let the remaining plots. The council agreed that another batch of keys could be ordered and to increase the key deposit in future to £20.00.
