It was agreed to set up a direct debit to British Gas for the gas used at the Village Hall.

(ii) Notice of Appeal Hillview, Meadow Lane re stationing of gypsy caravans – Original objections to be maintained. (RR advised this relates to action in 2003 and should have been finalised in 2010.)
Minute 180 Correspondence

1. CBC – Tree Warden Scheme – Jubilee Tree. The Clerk advised that the Jubilee Tree had been delivered before Christmas and was stored in her garden. Various locations were discussed for planting the tree, working party arranged to also finalise the position and arrange for protection.

2. RCCE – Neighbourhood Planning Training – Saturday 4th February 2012 10am – 3pm. The councilors agreed to attend the free course offered by EALC.

3. CBC – Localism Act - noted

4. ECC – Runwell Footpath 7 – Logs at Mill Lane end. Report problems to WPCSO at South Woodham Ferrers Police.
5. ECC – Request to subscribe Council & Councilors to free Essex Works e-magazine. Noted.
6. CBC – Chelmsford Grant Awards. Noted.
Minute 181 Hall - Replacement Flagpole 

The Council agreed to erect a new flagpole next to the Noticeboard to the front aspect of the Village Hall subject to the area being free of services and complying with current planning regulations. It was agreed a new flagpole could be purchased, PD/BC to arrange.
Minute 182 Park – Sunday Parking

The Council asked the Clerk to send a letter to Essex Royals FC to remind them of previous requests to supply a parking steward and monitor parking particularly on Sundays and also to remind them they can utilise parking at the Village Hall for home teams and not to block footpaths.
Minute 183 Reports

Hall – It was agreed that Wickford Heating should do the repairs in the gents toilets during the February half term. RD advised that the Bowls Club had accidentally burn one of the go-pak tables at the New Year Party. RD informed the council that the shared drain had become blocked earlier in the month but fortunately Mr Went arranged to get it cleared – it was agreed to pay Mr Wents costs of £55.00. The outside light by the entrance door is not working and needs repair. RD further reported that the Christmas decorations were now very old and some will need to be replaced. It was agreed to review this in September. Still problems with the heating, BL volunteered to do some maintenance and BC to discuss problem with Wickford Heat Line.
Park – PD reported that he had not had any further contact from Essex Royals with regard to spiking the football pitches. PD also reported he had obtained a guide price for the fencing around the children’s play area circa £6k. This project could be possibly funded from S106 contributions  - Clerk to get up to date information on the current amount available – houses within the scheme – Runwell Gardens, adjacent to Runwell Park, Church End Lane and 129 Runwell Road. Js reported that an internal light had been left on in the changing rooms at the park.
Allotments – LP requested the council purchase new pipes and fittings for the improvements to the water supply at the allotments (grant monies to follow). RD proposed that RPC proceed with this purchase – all the members voted in favour.

Roundabout – KR asked for articles for the next edition by the end of February 2012.
CBC – Nothing further to report.

Health & Safety – PD asked for a review of Public Liability Insurance held by the clubs using the Hall.

Footpaths – It was reported that attention is needed to Footpath 10 which runs between runwell Road and Heathfield, Lynfords Drive, there is currently no stile and the hedge needs cutting back near Heathfield – to be reported to PRoW officer Robert Boult.

ID reported that the hedge on the footpath opposite the junction of Runwell Chase with Runwell Road is in need of cutting back.
KR commented on the former Brock Hill garage (now un-used)

BC/RR again highlighted the problems with the traffic calming scheme in Brock Hill
