Minute 209 Apologies:- None

Minute 210 Declaration of Interest: - All of the committee apart from BL and LP declared an interest in Minute 216 Review of Hall Charges.
Minute 211 Heating SF volunteered to check the settings on the control panel, BL to contact Hellabys to get a quotation for an Engineers Report for fixed price. (If SF unable to identify a problem then it was agreed to proceed with engineers report from a recommended Remeha contractor.)
Minute 212 Exterior Barge boards/ Soffitts Village Hall

PD to obtain quotations for plastic cladding on gable ends, with a separate quotation for the other areas.

Minute 213 Removal of Old Flagpole

It was agreed to remove the old flag but the flagpole to stay in place for the time being. SV offered to wash and repair the flag. It was agreed to remove the St. George’s flag and put up the Union Jack.

Minute 214 Hall Floor

It was agreed that maintenance work should take place during the six week school summer holiday during July/August – exact date to be agreed.

Minute 215 Internal Paintwork – Village Hall
PD volunteered to do areas of painting as required and to fit in with the quiet times when the Village Hall is not in use, PD to liaise with RD. RD commented that paintwork is flaking off in places due to over zealous use of and removal of ‘blue tac’. Clerk to remind Hall users of appropriate use.

Minute 216 Annual Review of Charges

The committee recommend to the Full Council that there is a freeze on increasing the charges apart from the next staged increase for Runwell Village Pre School to bring it in line with the Village Club Rate of £7.60 per hour with effect from September 2012.

The committee recommend that the Annual PAT testing be arranged.

5. SF commented about the problem of unwanted rubbish being placed in the Village Hall trade 
refuse bins. It was agreed that a dummy CCTV camera may alleviate the problem. PD offered to arrange this.
6. KR asked whether there could be a reduction in the charge for the New Years Eve Dance, this was discussed and declined.
7. BL mentioned the forthcoming Public meeting on 19th March in the Village Hall to discuss the 
concerns about the Planning Application for 68 New Homes in the field South of Downham Road. RPC members encouraged to attend although meeting being run by RR.
