Minute 13 Runwell Action Group – Downham Road Development request for funding for legal fees.
The Council considered the initial written request from Steve Williams on behalf of the Runwell Action Group to pay for the legal fees of the group in the sum of £2100 to Barrister John Dagg. The Chairman closed the meeting and re-opened it to the public to allow for verbal representations. Mesdames Payne , Stringer, and Varney took no part in the discussion or decision as they had declared an interest at the beginning of the meeting. The public section was closed and the following was agreed by the Council:
Proposal 1 – Runwell Parish Council NOT to make a grant in the sum of £2100 – passed by majority.

Proposal 2 - Runwell Parish Council to make a partial grant towards the cost of the barrister by match funding up to a value of £1050 (maximum) as a one off payment with no further contributions towards legal costs in this matter – passed by majority. This payment can be made under S137, formal application to follow.
