2. Chelmsford City Council – Publication of Planning Document for Consultation 27th June – 8th August. Agenda item for next meeting to give councillors time to bring forward comments.

Minute 39 Planning
1. Applications received

 (i) 13/05116/TPO Bluebell Wood, Brock Hill – Sycamore x10 Crown Lift to 6m, the Council had no objection to the application however the location is outside of the Runwell boundary – refer back to sender.
(ii) 13/00848/FUL 21 Locarno Avenue – Single storey side/rear extension  – No objection

2. Runwell Hospital Development: Runwell Road – Highway and Footpath
The Chairman reported the latest incident where the Runwell Road had to be closed following a vehicle collision with a telegraph pole bringing down the power supply – the second incident this year and highlighting our concerns about the Runwell Road and the problems with the road in the area between Burr Hall and the Quart Pot (the narrowest section of both footpath and highway), thankfully no pedestrians involved. Letter to be drafted to Neil Jordan CCC, making a strong point that something must be included in the Planning Approval S106 to insist on improvements to both the highway and the footpath in this area as there will be more traffic and pedestrian movements once the Runwell Hospital site is developed.
RR reported on the timescale of events connected to the hospital development, transfer/sale of land to Countryside Properties, final details of the S106, lease for Runwell Sports and Social Club and finally that all reserved matters need to be in place prior to the application going to committee in September. It was agreed to have an informal meeting on Friday 5th July 7.30pm in the committee room to discuss this matter in more detail.

Following on from Minute 39(2) there was a general discussion on ways to get Runwell Parish Council heard, it was agreed to make more contact with Essex County Cllr Ian Grundy on local issues to keep him better informed and also to send appropriate copies of our actions/letters to Chelmsford City Councillors Ray Ride and Lance Millane

Hall – BL reported that the brick pillar needed to be removed and re-built, Clerk to obtain a quotation and arrange for the wall to be made safe as a matter of urgency.

Park – BC reported that the lower goals had been removed and the new goals would be installed shortly. Work to repair the garages discussed.

Allotments – LP reported that the beehives would be in place shortly but it was necessary to put up netting to encourage the flight of the bees in a safe direction. There had been a misunderstanding with the site manager and the materials to a value of £116.80 had already been purchased. LP asked for re-imbursement of this sum which was agreed.
