 (i) 13/00454/FUL 23 Ethelred Gardens – Join and extend two dormer windows, single storey side extension – No objection
(ii) 13/00623/FUL 19 Windsor Gardens – Single storey rear extension and new roof light to rear elevation – No objection

2. Runwell Hospital Development – Doctors Survey
The Chairman thanked SM for undertaking the survey who reported:
The purpose of the exercise was to establish whether the doctor’s practises in Wickford had capacity for taking on a large number of patients from the new development which is going ahead at the former Runwell Hospital site. SM had contacted all the doctor’s surgeries in Wickford to check on numbers of doctors practising, patient waiting lists and availability, SM received a mixed response and apart from one practise (in Shotgate who would welcome a large influx); many had some availability none of the rest would want to increase their numbers by the amount in question. Information to be collated and forward to Chelmsford City Council Planning to continue pressure for a doctors surgery on site. RD asked whether there was a formulae for calculating doctor/Patient ratios?

Further holding reply received, the council discussed the issue but a resolution to provide better police cover seems unlikely.
Minute 26 Highways – Local Schemes Request for Chelmsford Highways Panel
It was agreed to put forward the following schemes:

1. A132 Runwell Road, Wickford to Rettendon Turnpike junction with A130 weight restriction to 7.5 tonne with the exception of local traffic to deter large HGV’s using this road.
2. 126 – 160 Church End Lane, footpath improvements with the re-instatement of suitable height kerbs. (Current pavement is same level as the road and a hazard to pedestrians as vehicles mount the pavement)

3. Creation of a Box Junction at Runwell Gardens junction with Church End Lane to prevent irresponsible parking during school drop off times.
