Minute 105 Downham Road Development

The Chairman invited RR to report: The ombudsman is continuing with his investigation into the matter. The Runwell Action Group together with local Councillors will request a meeting with the ombudsman in person soon and report further at the next meeting. 
Minute 106 Runwell Hospital Regeneration
The Chairman invited RR to report: Outline application delivered to CCC today, it is expected the application will go to committee January/February 2013; the outline application will be followed by a reserved matters application which will contain more detail on the design. The site is now being marketed and discussions started with potential developers. It is expected the site will be developed over a 10 year period. It is hoped that the road works and alterations to the A132 will be done prior to the start of the development. Changes are planned within local PCT’s therefore close attention must be given to the provision of doctors within the development – this must be emphasized as of great need for Runwell.
BL asked whether there was still provision for housing for staff working at Brockwell House and whether this was included in the proposal for 624 homes or would be in addition to this number – there is uncertainty on this point at present.
Minute 107 Runwell Park – Replacement Containers

The council reviewed two options from local company Wernicks:
1. Rental - 12ft x 8ft Storage container (per unit) £10 per week plus VAT; delivery £150 each way

2. Purchase – 12ft x 8ft Storage Container (per unit) £1850 plus VAT; delivery £550 one off.

The council agreed unanimously to purchase 2 Storage Containers subject to getting written confirmation from Essex Royals that they will rent one unit (on an annual basis) for £10 per week plus VAT. (If no agreement is forthcoming then 1 unit to be purchased) It was also agreed to query the difference in the delivery charges prior to placing the order.

BC will co-ordinate the removal and temporary storage of the contents of the old container and the disposal of the old container.

Clerk to place this project on the S106 list for funding.

Minute 108 New Bus Shelter

The Local Chelmsford Action Panel met on Tuesday 4th September. No decision was made on any of the new bus shelter requests put forward, ECC Infrastructure Team were asked to submit more information for consideration at the next meeting.
Minute 109 Reports


Hall – RD asked the members to consider replacement of the Christmas decorations and it was agreed that up to £150 could be spent for this purpose. JS has a connection that will have some discounted decorations but these will not be available until November. BL plans to clean the remaining two radiators on the next available Friday afternoon.

Park – BC expressed his disappointment with Essex Royals at their lack of contact to resolve various issues that they themselves have raised/requested. Clerk to contact and arrange meeting. PD confirmed the new benches were in place in the changing rooms.

Allotments – LP reported that the AGM was to take place on Monday 29th October and reminded the Council that if a rent increase was required then a years notice had to be given. It was proposed and passed unanimously that the rents for allotment plots should increase to £18 with effect from October 2013. LP/JP to meet Monday 8th October to complete the Lottery Grant application for a “green loo”.

Health & Safety – PD reported that the hedges in the vicinity of Lynfords Drive had now all been cut back. (JS commented that the hedges on the lower part of Runwell Road in the region of the Quart Pot had not been done) JP reported that the contents of the first aid box in the kitchen were out of date – it was agreed a new first aid box should be purchased. RD also reported the hand towel dispenser in the kitchen was damaged and should be replaced.
Runwell Roundabout – KR reported copy for Autumn/Winter edition needed by the end of the month at the very latest.
Footpaths/PROW – DD had nothing to report

Police Liaison – PD reported that WPCSO Hilary Wilmott would report shortly, there had been two burglaries in Runwell one involved an old lady who had been robbed.
CCC – RR had nothing further to report

Comments from councillors and public

1. LP reminded the Council it had been agreed to put a new streetlight in Delmar Gardens. Clerk to contact ECC Infrastructure Team to make the necessary arrangements.
2. JS asked RR whether it would be correct to ask questions at the forthcoming briefing between South Essex Parking Partnership and Chelmsford Local Highways Panel, it was agreed that any question should be put in writing prior to the meeting. Councillor Ian Grundy could be approached prior to the meeting if there was an issue of concern.

3. JS queried the maintenance and upkeep of three paths in Runwell that do not seem to be the responsibility of any one. Clerk to contact CCC to ascertain ownership of these paths. RR recommended that RPC make an allowance in their next budget for this up keep. 1. Path between Viking Way and Regency Close (with bridge over Runwell Brook); 2. Path between Canewdon Close and Runwell Gardens (mostly used for school access, bicycle restriction at both ends); 3. Path between Clare Avenue and Swan Lane. Maintenance of these paths to include: rubbish and weed clearance; future re-surfacing/tarmac; signage; maintenance/replacement of fixed width restrictions; maintenance/replacement of concrete bridge with hand rails over brook; insurance.
4. BC complained that the signage for the Traffic Calming in Brock Hill had still not been replaced, RPC to contact ECC Councillor Ian Grundy in this respect.

5. JS spoke further of the overgrown hedge on the boundary with the diocesan field adjacent to the A132 Runwell Road – letter to be sent to the agents Strutt and Parker.

6. JS reported that Brock Hill garage along with the adjacent bungalow would be going to auction following the death of the owner.

7. JS reported that a shooting school had been set up at Moorgarden Farm, it was agreed the council should ask CCC planning enforcement to investigate that this was a legitimate activity.

8. JD reported that brambles were overgrowing the brook and endangering pedestrians using the footway in Egbert Gardens – report to be made.
